Discover the process of making of Ikat, the world-famous Sumbanese traditional fabric, that
serves as a ceremonial cloth but also as a means of story-telling in the local Marapu
culture. During your visit to a local village, you’ll have the opportunity to explore the intricate
process of dyeing ikat threads using natural ingredients. You’'ll learn how motifs are bound
before watching skilled weavers bring these incredible fabrics to life.

Tour the village with those who call it home, learn about
the significance of the tall roofs of the “uma”, and what it’s like to live with your ancestors,
before sitting with the inhabitants to talk about their unique religion of Marapu. An
experience not to be missed.

Pero, Ratenggaro & Buku Bani

Pero Konda, a small fishing village located at the mouth of a river and on a beautiful beach, is a
predominantly Muslim village, making it very unique in Sumba. Heading out in their traditional
fishing boats late at night, the fishermen only return home when they have a good haul. If you’re
really lucky, you might be able to pick out your dinner for that evening. Next is Ratenggaro,
Sumba’s most famous traditional village with the highest roofs you will see on the island. Finally,
head to Buku Bani, the oldest village our local Kodi region, known and respected by all Kodi
people for its powerful shamans.

Sumba has a rich cultural heritage, unlike any other in Indonesia. Known for its unique
traditional architecture, intricate textiles and megalithic burial sites. Set in grounds
decorated by Marapu stone carvings, built in the style of a traditional Sumbanese house,
the Ruma Budaya Museum has a beautiful collection of artifacts such as ikat, stone and
wood carvings and traditional jewelry.

Next head over to Talasi Cashew Farm, who collaborate with local farmers to provide

them with the knowledge, skills and tools to help cultivate and sell cashews, one of the
largest exports from Sumba, and other products. Tour the Farm, meet the farmers and
learn all about the processing of cashew nuts, before sitting down to enjoy their coffee

and cashew milk.

Imagine visiting breathtaking beaches where almost no one has ever stepped foot, apart
from local fishermen. Embark on an unforgettable adventure to South Kodi’s stunning
shores—Mareha Cape, Watu Malandong, and Mbwana Beach. These hidden gems offer
a chance to immerse yourself into Sumba's unspoiled beauty, where pristine landscapes
meet the azure Indian Ocean.

Mareha Cape, a breathtaking peninsula between Mbawana Beach and Pantai Watu
Malandong, is perfect for capturing dramatic photos of the white sandy shores and
crystal-clear waters. Take a moment to enjoy the serene views before heading to
Mbawana Beach.

To reach Watu Malandong, prepare for a rewarding 30-minute hike along a steep, rarely-
trodden path. The effort is worthwhile, as you’ll find yourself in a secluded paradise that
remains largely untouched.

These incredible spots are perfect for beach lovers and photography enthusiasts,
promising the breathtaking scenery that you won'’t forget.

Mandorak Beach

few kilometers away from Cap Karoso, this is the perfect spot to relax and admire
Sumba’s wild beauty.

Weekuri Lake

Just a short drive from Cap Karoso, you'll find Weekuri Lake, one of Sumba’s most
famous natural landmarks. This breathtaking lake is celebrated for its crystal-clear
turquoise waters and stunning scenery. Enclosed by a natural rock barrier that shields it
from waves, it provides a serene swimming spot. Additionally, the boardwalk surrounding
the lake offers picturesque ocean views, making it an ideal location for relaxation and
exploration.

Top Tip! The best swimming conditions are around high tide. Avoid week-end as the spot
can get very busy.

Snorkel Kodi from Pahewa Beach

New discovery! Be one of the first to explore the underwater world of Kodi!

A short drive away (or 30 mins by bike) discover a pristine coral reef, teaming with
beautiful marine life.

Top Tip! Wind and wave action need to be calm for easy entry, and best time is mid to
high tide.

Embark on a scenic 2.5-hour drive from Kodi to West Sumba's Wanokaka District, where
a short 20-minute hike through a lush forest reveals the breathtaking Lapopu Waterfall.
Witness the awe-inspiring 90-meter cascade into a crystal-clear pool, perfect for a
refreshing swim.

After working up an appetite, indulge in a delightful picnic amidst nature's splendor. Next,
visit Prai ljing Village, perched on a hill overlooking a stunning landscape of rice paddies
and forests. Take in the panoramic views of the village and beyond.

Finally, stop at Weekacura, another incredible natural wonder, where a picturesque
waterfall gently cascades through rice fields, leaving you with a lasting impression of
Sumba's untouched beauty.

Matayangu Waterfall Trek, Lapopu &
Prai ljing Village
Full Day Il 5,300k for up to 2 guests |l 650k for additional guest. Picnic Included

For the more adventurous, and not for the faint hearted, a 1.5-hour demanding trek led
by local guides takes you past Lapopu and on to Matayangu Waterfall, otherwise known
as the Blue Waterfall. Reward yourself by soaking up the spectacular location, that only
few visit. When ready, head back to Lapopu Waterfall for swimming and a gourmet
picnic, before leaving to explore the traditional village of Prai ljing. If time permits, a short
stop at Weekacura Waterfall can also be included on the way back to Cap Karoso.

IMPORTANT: this is for advanced hikers only and not suitable for children at all. 500 steep stairs, and
walking over an elevated pipeline with no handrail. Suitable walking shoes are required. If it has been
raining the ground can be slippery and you could encounter leeches as you may be required to walk
through water at times.

Wanokaka River SUP & Bukit Cinta Hills

Relax as you drive through Kodi and on to West Sumba for around 2hr40min, to reach
the start of the Wanukaka River, where your stand-up paddleboard adventure begins.
Jump on your board and slowly unwind as you enjoy a unique perspective of Sumbas
wild, natural beauty.

As you cruise down the river, past the beautiful riverbanks of lush vegetation, keep an
eye out for an array of animals such as buffalo and birds, and traditional villages which
have developed along the river as it is an important source of water for irrigation and
farming activities in the area.

After around 1hr of cruising, the river ends at Wanukaka Beach, the perfect picnic spot,
as you unwind from your floating river voyage.

As you journey back to Cap Karoso, take a break at Bukit Cinta Hills. The name “Bukit
Cinta” meaning, “Hills of Love”, according to local legend are home to the spirits of a
couple who fell in love but were unable to marry due to family opposition. They climbed
the hills and leaped to their deaths, forever to remain together in the hills. In addition to a
tragic love story, Bukit Cinta offers the most spectacular 360° views of lush countryside,
rice paddies, forests and small villages! (Children must be 10yrs old and able to SUP).

Land
a fish 30cm or bigger, and the Restaurant team would be delighted to cook this for your
lunch or dinner, for an extra 300k per fish.

Please note the timing of this trip is dependent on boat availability, the weather and also the tides, as
boats cannot come in and out of the harbour during low tide.

NOTE! Not suitable for children under 12. Guests must be physically fit and able to swim. Caution must
be given to the incoming tide because the current can get very strong. We will provide booties to protect
your feet, but important to note the lagoon floor is very uneven and rocky.
